Sale of Work, Tableaux Vivants-A most successful day at the 
schools, on Saturday, November 21st, completed the work taken in 
hand by those who got up and carried throug1ot the Fancy Fair, in 
June last. It will be fresh in the memories of our readers, that whilst 
the whole of the balance of debt on the Tower ani Spire was wiped 
out by that successful effort; still a considerable quantity of valuable 
goods were left over.
