The Annual. Meeting ,of the Working Men's 
Club was held on the 20th ult. There was a good 
attendance, and great interest was taken in the pro­
ceedings. The report showed that the year had been. 
a successful one. The receipts had amounted to 
£!O7 ISS. 9d., all of which had been expended, 
and accounts to the extent of £8 were still ow­
ing. The room is now in excellent repair, 
and the furniture and billiard tables in good order.

On Easter Day there will 
be Celebrations of the Holy Communion at 6,45, 
8 and mid-day. May I remind you that Easter 
Day is one of the three days in the year when 
all Christians are expected to come to· the Holy 
Communion, not that they should only come on 
those special days, but none ought to be absent 
then. Easter Day marks our gratitude for God's 
" inestimable love in the redemption of the world 
by our Lord Jesus Christ," and our great joy 
in the resurrection, which is a promise of a 
resurrection for us all. Surely nothing could be 
more fitting than that we should share in this 
most beautiful feast and service of "Praise and 
Thanksgiving." If you have not come hitherto, 
consider whether you ought not to make a 
beginning. If you have become negligent, will 
you not do wisely to. start afresh? There cannot 
be a better time than this. All who come to the 
Holy Communion on Easter Day are asked to 
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kindly write their names on slips of paper and 
place them in the basket in the porch. Attention 
to this is a very great convenience.
